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All systems are go for the 66th edition of the Gallery at the Canberra Historical Railway Museum Geijera Place [at the end of Cunningham St Kingston] Canberra from Saturday September 6th to Sunday September 14th.

Hanging day is Saturday 6th, commencing at 10.00am, and will continue until 4.00pm

[or until all available space is taken – whichever comes first] and will be followed immediately by the vernissage [a fancy word for official opening] until around 6.00pm. The vernissage is for participating artists and their guests. Invite your friends along for the launch, but remember, like all things Galeria Bezdomna – it’s self cater.

So bring food and drink for you and your entourage.

You can’t pre register or reserve a space in the gallery. Turn up on the Saturday with your works and your toolkit, fill in a registration form, find yourself a space on the wall [or ceiling, or floor] and curate your show. If you can’t make it in person and someone else has offered to hang your works for you, you must supply a completed registration form. This can be downloaded from http://galeriabezdomna.tripod.com/downloads.html No form - no entry! If you are hanging your own work there is no need to download a form – they will be supplied

on the day.

The Canberra venue is probably the most unusual space used for an edition to date, and also probably the smallest in actual hanging area. Normally there is no restriction on the size and number of works you are allowed to hang, but in this instance we would appreciate if you kept your image size small – ideally A4 or smaller, and certainly no bigger than A3. 

You can place a business card with your work in case any visitors wish to contact you about your images. If you sell work, the gallery doesn’t take any commission, but you can not remove any work until between 4 and 6 pm on closing day, Sunday September 14th.

Don’t forget – you have to hang your own work on Saturday the 6th. The Gallery doesn’t supply anything – so come prepared for all contingencies. And don’t forget also that you have to  collect your work on Sunday 14th between 4pm and 6pm.

There are no arrangements in place for you to collect your work at another time, so anything that is left after 6pm on the 14th goes in the bin.
